eDA (electronic 

Development Assessment)
A computer based process for local councils to receive and assess 

development applications (as opposed to the paper based process 

used by many councils in Australia).

Eligible Organisation See section 2.1 of these Application Guidelines.

Expression of Interest (EOI) Refers to an application for funding under the Fund (stage 1).

FaHCSIA or the Department Commonwealth Department of Families, Housing, Community 

Services and Indigenous Affairs.

Funding Agreement The Funding Agreement is the agreement that is signed by 

the Departmental Delegate and the Applicant’s Authorised 

Representative. The Department’s standard Funding Agreements 

are performance based, legally enforceable agreements between 

the Commonwealth and the funding recipients that set out the terms 

and conditions governing the funding. Funding agreements are used 

where the Department is providing funding to another party to deliver 

services or undertake certain activities, on behalf of the Department, 

to the community. 

The Fund Housing Affordability Fund.

Infill New construction within an existing built-up (urban) area.

Local Government Area Refers to the area covered by a council or shire jurisdiction.

Selection Criteria Means the Selection Criteria for assessing applications as outlined in 

the Application Guidelines and the Application Form.

Selection Process Means the process for the selection of funding recipients outlined in 

the Application Guidelines and the Application Form.

Sequencing The development of land in an orderly, staged sequence to ensure 

that infrastructure and services necessary for housing are provided 

before moving to release a new stage for development.

Successful Applicant The selection process will result in a short list of recommended 

applicants. The short list will be forwarded to the Decision Maker 

for their consideration. Applicants will be advised of their success or 

otherwise and those which subsequently sign a Funding Agreement 

or MOU with the Department are Successful Applicants. The decision 

by the Department regarding successful applicants is final.

Supporting Material Means additional material provided by the applicant with their 

application that clarifies the claims within their application, but which 

does not alter the content of the application in any material sense.
